economic collapse, societal collapse, electromagnetic pulse, terrorist acts, 
nuclear incidents, fuel shortages, war, pandemics, geomagnetic reversal, etc.” 
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…this comes across as out of sync with our dystopian culture… 

Margaret Atwood, one of literature’s most celebrated authors of 
dystopian fiction, sees the genre as a way into the future. 

“If you’re interested in writing speculative fiction, one way to generate a plot is to 
take an idea from current society and move it a little further down the road…”

Dystopian novels are a didactic message that often explore 
themes like anarchy, oppression, and mass poverty.
