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One	point	perspective
is	a	drawing	method	that	shows	how	things	

appear	to	get	smaller	as	they	get	further	away,	
converging	towards	a	single	'vanishing	point'	on	

the	horizon	line.	
It	is	a	way	of	drawing	objects	upon	a	flat	piece	of	
paper	(or	other	drawing	surface)	so	that	they	look	

three-dimensional	and	realistic.
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One	point	perspective
…is	the	ability	to	see	how	things	fit	together	in	our	

lives	in	light	of	the	sovereign	and	redemptive	
purposes	of	Christ…

both	in	eternity	as	well	as	His	daily	work	in	our	
lives	through	the	truth	of	His	Word	and	the	

presence	of	the	Holy	Spirit.
