It is a normal part of life to experience occasional anxiety…

…but you may experience anxiety that is persistent,       
seemingly uncontrollable, and overwhelming.                                     

If it’s an excessive, irrational dread of everyday situations,          
it can be disabling. When anxiety interferes with daily activities, 

you may have an anxiety disorder.
Anxiety disorders are real, serious medical conditions - just as real 
and serious as physical disorders such as heart disease or diabetes. 

Anxiety disorders are the most common and pervasive mental 
disorders in the United States.

17 So, every healthy tree bears good fruit, 

but the diseased tree bears bad fruit.
18 A healthy tree cannot bear bad fruit, nor can a 

diseased tree bear good fruit.
19 Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut 

down and thrown into the fire.
20 Thus you will recognize them by their fruits.

8 qualities that are radically anti-cultural              
but totally in line with God’s Kingdom.

Today’s BIG IDEA

The life that Christ is calling us to
is founded on a choice each of us has make                                          

regarding whether or not to live from a good heart                                              
that invests in the lives of others. 
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Chinese philosopher Confucius  (551-479 BC), 

“Do not do unto others 
what you would not want others to do to you.”
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for this is the Law and the Prophets.

Rabbi Hillel (10 AD), challenged by a Gentile to summarize the law in 
the amount of time that someone could stand on one leg, said, 

“What is hateful to you, do not do to anyone else.  
This is the whole law; all the rest is commentary.  

Go and learn it.”
