In order to glorify God 
by being a transformative presence in the world we need to            

INCORPORATE, ADOPT, EMBRACE, AND ENGAGE 
8 qualities that are radically anti-cultural              
but totally in line with God’s Kingdom.

Today’s BIG IDEA

There are three binary decisions that will 
determine the trajectory of your life… 
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24 "Everyone then who hears these words of mine and does 
them will be like a wise man who built his house on the rock.

25 And the rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew  
and beat on that house, but it did not fall, because it had 
been founded on the rock.

26 And everyone who hears these words of mine and does not do 
them will be like a foolish man who built his house on the 
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27 And the rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew 
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of it."
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So…….therefore……..what now?

1 Have mercy on me, O God, according to your steadfast love; according to 

your abundant mercy blot out my transgressions.
2 Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin!
3 For I know my transgressions, and my sin is ever before me.
4 Against you, you only, have I sinned and done what is evil in your sight,

so that you may be justified in your words and blameless in your 
judgment.

5 Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity, and in sin did my mother conceive me.

and hewed out cisterns for themselves, 
broken cisterns that can hold no water. 
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(John 17:3)  
And this is eternal life, that they know you, the only true God, 

and Jesus Christ whom you have sent.
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8 And the four living creatures, each of them with six wings, 

are full of eyes all around and within, 
and day and night they never cease to say,
"Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord God Almighty,

who was and is and is to come!"
And whenever the living creatures give glory and honor and thanks to 

Him who is seated on the throne, who lives forever and ever,             
the twenty-four elders fall down before Him who is seated on the 

throne and worship Him who lives forever and ever.                                
They cast their crowns before the throne, saying,

“Worthy are you, our Lord and God, 
to receive glory and honor and power, 

for you created all things, 
and by your will they existed and were created.”

Then I saw in the right hand of him who was seated on the 

throne a scroll written within and on the back,
sealed with seven seals.

And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice,

"Who is worthy to open the scroll and break its seals?”
And no one in heaven or on earth or under the earth was able 

to open the scroll or to look into it,
and I began to weep loudly because no one was found worthy 

to open the scroll or to look into it.
And one of the elders said to me, 

"Weep no more; behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root 
of David, has conquered, so that he can open the scroll and its 

seven seals."
